experiment that demonstrates what happens when balloons are brought into contact with

fire.

The experiment calls for a balloon to be first filled with a modest amount of air, knotted, and
then held over a burning candle. As might be expected, the balloon pops, sending pieces
flying across a room. A second balloon is then filled with a great amount of air so that it is full
and taut. It is then knotted and held over a flame. This balloon usually pops even more quickly
than the first.

Next a balloon is filled with a very small amount of air and passed over a flame as before. This

Finally, a balloon filled with water is held over the flame in
the same manner as the others have been, but with strikingly different results. This balloon
